Due to circumstances resulting from COVID-19, all Migrant Protection Protocol (MPP) master

calendar and merit hearings presently scheduled through April 22 will be rescheduled. Neither

the MPP program nor any hearings will be cancelled.

Any individual with an MPP hearing date through April 22 should present themselves at their

designated port of entry on their previously scheduled date to receive a tear sheet and

hearing notice containing their new hearing dates. DHS and EOIR are deeply committed to

ensuring that individuals ‘have their day in court’ while also ensuring the health and safety of

aliens, our frontline officers, immigration court professionals, and our citizens.
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
