Afghans who were paroled into the U.S. under “Operation Allies
Rescue” or “Operation Allies Welcome” may be able to file for
asylum more than one year after their legal entry into the U.S.

If you are in valid parole status, or you have Temporary Protected Status (TPS), you may
have extra time to file your asylum application. Keep reading to find out more.

Usually, applicants for asylum must file their application within one year of their last entry to the
United States. However, the law which creates that deadline also includes an exception.

The immigration service may still accept an asylum application as timely, even if it is filed more
than one year after the applicant entered the United States. Here is what the U.S. Immigration
and Customs Service (USCIS) says about the one year asylum deadline for Afghan parolees:

Generally, maintaining valid status or parole until a reasonable period before the
filing of the asylum application will be considered an extraordinary circumstance.
If you were granted valid status or parole within one year or the date of your last
arrival in the United States and you applied for asylum within a reasonable period
of time of the expiration of your valid status or parole, generally this extraordinary
circumstance would apply to you. The USCIS website ‘Obtaining Asylum in the
United States’ has more specific information:

https://www.uscis.gov/humanitarian/refugees-and-asylum/asylum/obtaining-
asylum-in-the-united-states . Make sure to look under ‘Affirmative Asylum
Processing with USCIS.’

This means that USCIS will generally consider an asylum application to be timely if an Afghan
parolee files that application while they are still in valid parole or TPS status, even if they file the
application more than one year after they entered the United States.

What is Temporary Protected Status (TPS)?

Temporary Protected Status is a temporary immigration status that allows people from certain countries to
remain in the United States. Generally, only the citizens from countries that the U.S. government has
designated for TPS can apply for this special protection. The U.S. government may designate a country for TPS
if conditions there would temporarily prevent that country's nationals from returning safely. For example, TPS
may be designated if there is an ongoing armed conflict (such as civil war) or an environmental disaster which
would make it difficult for people currently in the U.S. to return home. People granted TPS enjoy a temporary
reprieve from deportation, are eligible to apply for employment authorization, and once granted TPS, may
apply for permission to travel abroad temporarily and return to the U.S. with lawful status.?

As the name implies, TPS is temporary. TPS alone does not provide a pathway to lawful permanent resident
status, or to any other permanent immigration status in the U.S. It does not provide a pathway to petition for
or reunite with family members located abroad. People with TPS may, and should, still apply for other
immigration benefits for which they are eligible, especially those that could provide a pathway to permanent
status in the U.S., like asylum and Special Immigrant Visas.

How can someone apply for TPS?

A grant of TPS is not automatic. An eligible applicant must apply for TPS with USCIS using Form 1-821. If the
applicant also would like work authorization, they must also include Form 1-765 with their application.
Additionally, they must include evidence that they are a citizen of the designated country (like a passport or
national ID card), and that they have been continuously present and residing in the U.S. since the designation
date. TPS applications require a filing fee, and if the applicant cannot afford to pay the fee, they may seek a fee
waiver using Form |-912 (see below).

Afghan citizens applying for TPS must provide proof that they entered and have been continuously residing
in the U.S. as of March 15, 2022. They must also provide proof they have been continuously physically
present in the U.S. since May 20, 2022.

How long will TPS last, and what happens when it expires?

TPS is typically designated for an 18-month period. TPS for eligible Afghan applicants has been designated
through November 20, 2023. Sixty days before a country’s TPS designation is set to expire, the Department of
Homeland Security will make an announcement regarding the future of this designation. It will either: (1) re-
designate and extend TPS, which would allow current TPS holders to renew their status, and also allow other
citizens of that country to apply for the first time; (2) extend TPS, which would allow current TPS holders to
renew, but would not allow others who did not previously qualify or apply for TPS to apply for the first time; or
(3) terminate TPS, setting an expiration date for the status of current TPS holders. If TPS is not re-designated
or extended, DHS will provide details about when and how TPS holders should plan to return to their country.
If TPS is terminated for a particular country, we encourage all TPS holders interested in remaining in the U.S. to

1TPS holders interested in traveling abroad should consult a reputable attorney before traveling to ensure that such
travel will not negatively impact any other pending immigration matters, including a pending asylum claim.
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consult with a trustworthy immigration attorney to evaluate all options and avenues for permanent
immigration relief, or other options to remain in the U.S.

How much does it cost to apply for TPS?

The TPS application requires a filing fee of $50. Applicants 14 years old or older must also submit an additional
$85 biometrics fee. Individuals interested in applying for employment authorization, ages 14-65, must submit
a separate filing fee of $410 to apply for an employment authorization document. Unlike other applications
for immigration benefits in the U.S., Afghans are not exempt from the filing fees for TPS, and Afghans will be
expected to either submit their applications with the required fee, or seek a fee waiver.

If an applicant cannot afford these fees, they may be able to apply for a fee waiver if they can show one of the
following:
e Theirincome is at or below 150% of the federal poverty guidelines
e They receive a means-tested benefit like Medicaid, Supplemental Nutrition Assistance Program
(“SNAP” or “Food Stamps”), Temporary Assistance to Needy Families (TANF), or Supplemental Security
Income (SSI)
o They are experiencing an extreme financial hardship, like medical expenses of family members,
unemployment, eviction, or homelessness

Who is eligible for TPS?

Afghans who were residing in the U.S. on March 15, 2022, may be eligible for TPS, if they can also demonstrate
that they have been continually present in the U.S. since May 20, 2022. Afghans who arrived after March 15,
2022, will not be eligible for TPS. There may be other issues that can impact a person’s eligibility for TPS,
including if they hold dual nationality, if they resided in a third country prior to their arrival to the U.S,, if they
have any criminal convictions, or if they have ever provided material support to terrorist groups. We
recommend that interested applicants speak to a lawyer about their options before filing for TPS.

When can an eligible Afghan individual apply for TPS?
Afghanistan was designated for TPS on March 15, 2022. The 18-month designation of TPS for Afghanistan is
currently in effect as of May 20, 2022, and eligible Afghans can apply through November 20, 2023.

When is the deadline for filing for TPS for Afghans?

If you are applying for Temporary Protected Status (TPS) under Afghanistan’s designation, you must register
during the 18-month registration period that runs from May 20, 2022, through November 20, 2023. Additional
details about the registration period are available on the USCIS website .

Where should the application for TPS be filed for Afghans?

If you are applying for TPS Afghanistan, you may file Form 1-821, Application for Temporary Protected Status,
online. When filing an initial TPS application or re-registering for TPS, you can also request an Employment
Authorization Document (EAD) by submitting a completed Form I-765, Application for Employment
Authorization, online with your Form [-821.
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*Please note, applications for TPS that require a fee waiver cannot be filed online and a paper application
must be submitted. If you are filing a paper application, please check the USCIS website regarding Temporary
Protected Status for Afghanistan here, to determine the appropriate filing address.

Should someone with a pending asylum case also apply for TPS?

An otherwise eligible citizen of Afghanistan can apply for TPS as of May 20, 2022. If they are eligible for TPS,
they might want to apply right away if they do not have a valid work authorization card, or if they are in
removal proceedings. Being granted TPS may protect someone from deportation if the immigration judge
does not otherwise grant them relief.

If an individual is seeking asylum before the Asylum Office, and are not in proceedings before the immigration
court, they may choose to apply for TPS. Having TPS will not interfere with the ability of the Asylum Office to
grant asylum. However, if the Asylum Office does not grant the asylum application, and the applicant holds
TPS or another immigration status (including parole status) at the time of the interview, the application for
asylum will simply be denied and the applicant will not have a chance to renew their request for asylum before
an immigration judge.

In contrast, if the Asylum Office does not approve an asylum case for someone who is not otherwise in a lawful
immigration status, the Asylum Office will issue a document called a “Notice to Appear” (the charging
document for immigration removal proceedings) and will refer the case to the Immigration Court. If an asylum
case is referred to Immigration Court, the applicant can renew their request and an Immigration Judge can
consider their asylum application. Some individuals may want a second chance to present their asylum case if
the asylum office does not grant it; other individuals may just prefer to hold any temporary status and avoid
the prospect of removal proceedings. If an Afghan asylum applicant has a pending case with USCIS, we
recommend that they speak to a lawyer about their options before filing for TPS.

Should an Afghan parolee apply for TPS now?

Although many Afghan parolees may want to apply for TPS if they are not eligible for or pursuing another
immigration status (like asylum or SIV), there may not be any significant benefit to applying right away,
especially if they already hold a valid work authorization card. We would encourage Afghan parolees to plan
to apply for TPS before the registration period ends, and at least 6-9 months before their parole status expires,
if they have not otherwise been granted another immigration benefit that would permit them to remain in the
U.S. and maintain valid work authorization. We strongly encourage eligible TPS applicants speak to an
immigration attorney about their options.

Will TPS affect an Afghan Parolee’s Parole Status or Eligibility for APA Benefits?
No. A grant of TPS alone will not jeopardize a parolee’s parole status or their eligibility for APA Benefits. They
will still be eligible for benefits until March 31, 2023, or until parole expires, whichever is earlier.

However, it’s possible that during an agency’s review of an Afghan parolee’s documents that the documents

could reveal that they only have TPS (e.g., if they present a work permit based on the TPS grant). This could
cause confusion and potentially an initial denial of benefits. Afghan parolees with TPS should be prepared to
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show proof of parole status, or work with advocates to ensure that the benefit agencies understand that these
individuals are Afghan evacuees and are therefore eligible for federal benefits during this period.

A parolee who is granted TPS should keep some considerations in mind to preserve their rights and their
status. Although individuals granted TPS may choose to seek permission to travel abroad, they should be
aware that traveling abroad may have negative consequences for their current status or pending applications
inthe U.S. For example, a TPS holder who is also a parolee who travels abroad would likely lose their parole
status upon their departure, even though they had permission — through the TPS — to travel. Likewise, a TPS
holder with a pending application for asylum might jeopardize their asylum case by traveling abroad — even if
they had permission to travel through the TPS — because it may constitute an abandonment of their asylum
claim, or using their foreign passport to travel may be considered a form of availing themselves to the benefits
and protections of the country they are concurrently stating cannot protect them from harm or persecution.
We strongly encourage Afghan parolees applying for TPS to consult with a trusted immigration attorney about
consequences of traveling abroad with TPS Advance Parole before seeking such permission.

If you are a national of Afghanistan (or if you have no nationality and last habitually resided
in Afghanistan) and are in the U.S. now and you do not have permanent immigration status
here, you may be able to apply for Temporary Protected Status (TPS), which would allow
you to live and work legally in the U.S. for as long as Afghanistan is designated a TPS
counttry.

What is Temporary Protected Status?

Temporary Protected Status (TPS) is a status that allows you to live and work legally in the
U.S. It is valid for 18 months at a time, allows you to apply for a work permit and a Social
Security Number, and may be renewed for as long as Afghanistan is designated a TPS
country.

When can I apply for TPS?
The TPS registration period for nationals of Afghanistan (and for individuals who have no

nationality and who last habitually resided in Afghanistan) is open from May 20, 2022 and
ends on November 20, 2023.

If I am approved, how long will TPS be valid for?

The current period of TPS for Afghanistan starts on May 20, 2022 and ends on November
20, 2023. The U.S. government could choose to extend TPS for Afghanistan. If it does get
extended and you were approved during this current registration period, you would need to
renew your registration during the next registration period.

What documents will I need for my TPS application?

In order to apply for TPS, you will need to prove three things: (1) that you are a national of
Afghanistan, (2) that you were residing in the U.S. on March 15, 2022, and (3) that you have
been residing in the U.S. continuously since then.

(1) Proof of Afghan Nationality

e Passport, birth certificate with photo identification, OR national identity document
from Afghanistan with your photo and/or fingerprint.

(2) Date of Entry
e DPassport entry stamp, [-94 Arrival/Departure Record, OR other documents that
prove your entry to the U.S. on or before March 15, 2022.
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(3) Residence in U.S. from on or before March 15, 2022 to the present:

Employment records (pay stubs, W-2 forms, IRS tax transcripts, state verification of
filing state taxes, letters from your employer, statements from banks with whom you
have done business).

Rent receipts, utility bills (gas, electric, phone, etc.), receipts, or letters from
companies showing dates you received service.

School records (report cards, letters, etc.) from schools you or your children attended
in the U.S., showing names of the schools and dates of attendance.

Hospital or medical records for treatment you or your children received, showing
name of the medical facility or physician and the dates of treatment or
hospitalization.

Attestations by churches, unions or other organizations, concerning your residence
and identifying you by name.

Other miscellaneous documents, such as birth certificates of your children born here,
dated bank transactions and wire transfers, letters, U.S. Social Security card, driver’s
license, Selective Service card, contracts, mortgages, insurance policies, etc.

If I am from Afghanistan, is TPS guaranteed for me?
No. Even if you are from Afghanistan, you would be ineligible for TPS if:

you have voluntarily returned to Afghanistan or to a country in which you last
habitually resided outside the U.S;
you have not continuously resided in the U.S. since March 15, 2022;
you have been convicted of any felony or 2 or more misdemeanors committed in the
United States.
a. If you have ever been arrested, cited or convicted of an offense, you should
obtain a Certificate of Disposition for each matter, and you should speak to an
immigration law expert before applying for TPS.

Which forms will I need to file?

To apply for TPS, you will need to file at least Form 1-821. If you would like an employment
authorization document (work permit), you will need to also file Form I-765. If you would
like to request a fee waiver, you will need to file Form I-912 (or ask for a fee waiver in
writing). You might need to file Form I-601, if certain “inadmissibility grounds” apply in
your case.

The forms can all be downloaded for free from the USCIS website (www.uscis.gov), but
there are filing fees that must be paid, unless the fees are waived.

I told him that I was a guest participating in
a wedding. The Talib asked many questions about my relatives and then he left. Soon
after I bought the cigarettes and was on my way to my relatives’ home, a Taliban police
ranger car stopped, and I was told to get in.

They showed me the photos on my phone of my friends, colleagues and classmates,
and asked about each of them. Before I travelled to the wedding, I had deleted some
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photos of my friends who were in the previous government serving as say, police
officers. I saw that they had retrieved all the deleted photos and messages. They kept
asking about my friends, myself and what I was doing there; they didn’t believe my
story about being there for a wedding even though they knew there was indeed a
wedding taking place.

When [ told them that I didn’t know my friends’ whereabouts they started to beat me. |
was hanged from one leg for several hours, after which they pulled me down, kicked
and hit me. Then they hung me from two feet and asked about recent messages on my
phone to my colleagues. They accused me of being a spy working for foreigners and
tortured me to get me to tell them the whereabouts of my friends who had worked for
the previous government as police officers or soldiers. I didn’t know where these
people were, and I told them that.

The next day, they took me again to the interrogation room; this time they hung a
bucket of water from my genitals. The pain was so sharp and intense that I lost
consciousness and [ woke up when they poured water over me. My cellmates were also
tortured but we were all so scared and injured that we couldn’t even talk to each other.
We were suspicious about talking to other detainees in case there was a Taliban
informant among us.

They asked me to call certain numbers from my phone and ask friends to meet. Luckily
none of those telephone numbers worked and it was an indication that I was telling the
truth and that those people are no longer in Afghanistan or have changed their numbers.
Then the torture stopped, and the Taliban became very kind to me.”

religion as belief (including non-belief); b. religion as identity; c. religion as a way of
life.

6. ‘Belief’, in this context, should be interpreted so as to include theistic, nontheistic
and atheistic beliefs. Beliefs may take the form of convictions or values about the
divine or ultimate reality or the spiritual destiny of humankind. Claimants may also be
considered heretics, apostates, schismatic, pagans or superstitious, even by other
adherents of their religious tradition and be persecuted for that reason.

7. ‘Identity’ is less a matter of theological beliefs than membership of a community that
observes or is bound together by common beliefs, rituals, traditions, ethnicity,
nationality, or ancestry. A claimant may identify with, or have a sense of belonging to,
or be identified by others as belonging to, a particular group or community. In many
cases, persecutors are likely to target religious groups that are different from their own
because they see that religious identity as part of a threat to their own identity or
legitimacy. 8. For some individuals, “religion” is a vital aspect of their ‘way of life’ and
how they relate, either completely or partially, to the world. Their religion may
manifest itself in such activities as the wearing of distinctive clothing or observance of
particular religious practices, including observing religious holidays or dietary
requirements. Such practices may seem trivial to non-adherents, but may be at the core
of the religion for the adherent concerned.

9. Establishing sincerity of belief, identity and/or a certain way of life may not
necessarily be relevant in every case.6 It may not be necessary, for instance, for an
individual (or a group) to declare that he or she belongs to a religion, is of a particular
religious faith, or adheres to religious practices, where the persecutor imputes or
attributes this religion, faith or practice to the individual or group. As is discussed
further below in paragraph 31, it may also not be necessary for the claimant to know or
understand anything about the religion, if he or she has been identified by others as be-
longing to that group and fears persecution as a result. An individual (or group) may be
persecuted on the basis of religion, even if the individual or other members of the group

adamantly deny that their belief, identity and/or way of life constitute a ‘religion’.

p. 128:
“e) Forced compliance or conformity with religious practices

21. Forced compliance with religious practices might, for example, take the form of
mandated reli- gious education that is incompatible with the religious convictions,
identity or way of life of the child or the child’s parents. It might also involve an
obligation to attend religious ceremonies or swear an oath of allegiance to a particular
religious symbol. In determining whether such forced compliance constitutes
persecution, the policies or acts with which the person or group is required to comply,
the extent to which they are contrary to the person’s belief, identity or way of life and
the punishment for non-compliance should be examined. Such forced compliance could
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rise to the level of persecution if it becomes an intolerable interference with the
individual’s own religious belief, identity or way of life and/or if non-compliance
would result in disproportionate punishment.

22. Forced compliance may also involve the imposition of a particular criminal or civil
legal code purported to be based on a religious doctrine to which non-observers might
object. Where such a code contains discriminatory substantive or procedural safeguards
and especially where it imposes different levels of punishment upon adherents and non-
adherents, it could well be regarded as persecutory. Where the law imposes
disproportionate punishment for breaches of the law (for example, imprisonment for
blasphemy or practising an alternative religion, or death for adultery), whether or not
for adherents of the same religion, it would constitute persecution. Such cases are more
common where there is limited or no separation between the State and the religion.

23. A specific religious code may be persecutory not just when enforced against non-
observers, but also when applied to dissidents within or members of the same faith. The
enforcement of an- ti-blasphemy laws, for example, can often be used to stifle political
debate among co-religionists and could constitute persecution on religious and/or
political grounds even when enforced against members of the same religion.”

“The Taliban have also punished family members or other relatives as a form of
collective punishment in violation of international law. A Helmand man whose
relatives worked for the police told Human Rights Watch the Taliban accused him of
being “a police spy.”

“Punishing Family Members

As part of their stricter approach to enforcing restrictions in Helmand, the Taliban have
also punished family members or other relatives in order to demonstrate their power.
This abuse is a form of collective punishment in violation of international law.

Throughout Helmand it is common for extended families to have some relatives
working for both the Taliban and the ANSF or other government offices. The Taliban
have reportedly become more emboldened in their use of relatives to put pressure on
families to leave the ANSF, to stop work for the government or NGOs and even for
women to give up their jobs as teachers or healthcare workers. The Taliban often
pressure or punish a relative or fellow tribesman if they cannot reach the offender
directly. Infractions include having a relative working for the Afghan government who
is beyond the reach of the Taliban, but whose relatives are not. One elder gave an
example:

In Deh Adam Khan [Gereshk district], there was a man, M.S., whose sister was living
in Gereshk [center]. The sister’s sons were with the police. The Taliban found out
about and forced M.S. to leave Deh Adam Khan within three days. They said, ‘You are
police’s spy.’

M.S. has not been able to return. Another resident said:

Those who are in Taliban-controlled areas cannot openly say that their friends and
relatives are in the government [or working] as [Afghan army] soldiers or police. Nor
can [someone] whose relatives are in the police go to see them ... they would have to
come secretly to meet their relatives. If the Taliban finds out that someone went ... and
had baa-n-daar [meeting or hanging out] with soldiers or went there to check on them,
then that person is in trouble and the Taliban would not let go of this person.”

“Human Rights Watch examined six systems built by private companies for or
with the assistance of foreign governments and international institutions:

1. Afghan National Biometric System, used to issue Afghan national identity
cards, known as e-Tazkira;

2. US Defense Department Automated Biometric Identification System
(ABIS), used to identify people whom the US believed might pose a
security risk as well as those working for the US government;

3. Afghan Automated Biometric Identification System (AABIS), used to
identify criminals and Afghan army and police members;

4. Ministry of Interior and Defense Afghan Personnel and Pay Systems
(APPS) for the army and police, into which the AABIS was integrated in
early 2021;

5. Payroll system of the National Directorate of Security, the former state
intelligence agency; and

6. Payroll system of the Afghan Supreme Court.”
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“National Biometric System

In 2010, the Afghan government began a campaign led by the Ministry of
Communication and Information Technology to collect Afghans’ biometric and
other personal data and issue electronic identity cards. The digital identity system
is known as e-Tazkira. The system holds at a minimum a person’s name, father’s
and grandfather’s name, national identity number, physical description, place of
origin, place and date of birth, sex, marital status, religion, tribal links, ethnicity,
first language, profession, level of education, level of literacy, and biometrics (iris
scan, fingerprints, and photograph).”

“Ministry of Interior and Defense Afghan Personnel and Pay Systems (APPS)
In 2007, the United Nations Development Programme (UNDP) created a police
payroll system called WEPS. It included the names of police, their father’s and
grandfather’s names, rank, and banking details, but no biometric data, UNDP staff
said. In February 2021, as part of a donor agreement reached in 2014, the
implementation of which was delayed for many years, the Combined Security
Transition Command—Afghanistan created a new integrated human resources and
payroll system, APPS, that holds personal data on members of the army and
police. The US Defense Department paid for the creation of APPS in 2016

and contracted Netlinks, an Afghan IT-company, to manage the system and
integrate AABIS biometric data (iris scan, fingerprints, and photograph).

Ministry of Interior and Defense staff said that APPS includes additional details
on where individuals live, and their height, eye color, immediate and extended
family members’ names and personal details, province, village, district, permanent
address, current address, language, ethnicity, religion, and the names, addresses,
employment, and family ties of two character witnesses who vouched for their
candidacy when they applied for their jobs.

“All of this data belongs to the Afghan government, and since the Taliban is now
the government, they have unfettered access to every government system,” said a
UNDP staff member, who requested anonymity. The servers storing data on police
were housed in the Interior Ministry, said an Afghan former NATO employee
managing the system and a former police officer working with the system. Two
former Afghan military officials believed the servers housing the military staff
data sat in the Ministry of Defense headquarters in Kabul. Although the officials
could not link to the data system, they said that the Taliban had rounded up

and killed or forcibly disappeared many military officials they knew in the
previous four months.”

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Persecutor Bar

Matter of Rodriguez-Majano 19 1&N Dec. 811
This case has some great language.

“In assessing a claim of persecution in the context of a civil war, one must examine the
motivation of the group threatening harm. A finding of persecution requires some degree of
intent on the part of the persecutor to produce the harm that the applicate fears in order that the
persecutor may overcome a belief or characteristic of the applicant. We would include engaging
in military actions, the attacking of garrisons, the burning of cars and the destruction of other
property as actions outside the limits of the term “persecution.”

Compare Nguyen v. Holder 336 F. App’x 680 (9™ cir 2009). Applicant stated that “it was our
purpose and mission to hunt down the communists and interrogate them with methods that are
considered torture.” Asylum was denied.

Compare also Vukmirovic v. Ashcrofi 362 F.3d 1247 (9™ Cir. 2004). Court must engage in
particularized evaluation. Bosnian Serb joined anticommunist Serbian group formed to defend
town from invading Bosnian Croats. The applicant physically harmed people with sticks/knives.
The court stated that “holding that acts of true self-defense qualify as persecution would run
afoul of the “on account of” requirement in the provision. It would also be contrary to the
purpose of the statute.

V. Elements that need to be met
1. Alleged harm must rise to the level of persecution

a. Same meaning as refugee definition
b. Find this a bit challenging since the 4™ circuit state that threats can be

persecution.
2. Persecutory acts must have been committed on account of the five protected
grounds
3. Applicant must have been involved in the acts of persecution. If the applicant

“did not incite, order or actively carry out” the persecution, this his/her conduct
must of “assisted” or otherwise participated in the persecution
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4. Scienter: applicant must have had sufficient knowledge that his/her actions may
assist in persecution. “Culpability” or “individual accountability”

VI. Coercion

Negusie v. Holder 555 U.S. 511 (2009). Permitted the reading of “voluntariness” into the
definition. This is an exception to some one who normally would be barred. See also Matter of
Negusie 27 1&N Dec. 347 (BIA 2018) where the BIA provides a 5 part test.

The court found that:
(1) An applicant who is subject to being barred from establishing eligibility for
asylum or withholding of removal based on the persecution of others may claim a
duress defense, which is limited in nature.
(2) To meet the minimum threshold requirements of the duress defense to the
persecutor bar, an applicant must establish by a preponderance of the evidence
that (1) he acted under an imminent threat of death or serious bodily injury to
himself or others; (2) he reasonably believed that the threatened harm would be
carried out unless he acted or refrained from acting; (3) he had no reasonable
opportunity to escape or otherwise frustrate the threat; (4) he did not place himself
in a situation in which he knew or reasonably should have known that he would
likely be forced to act or refrain from acting; and (5) he knew or reasonably
should have known that the harm he inflicted was not greater than the threatened
harm to himself or others.

Matter of Negusie 28 1&N Dec. 120 (A.G. 2020)

AG Barr took away coercion/duress bar. Stating: For the reasons stated above, I overrule the
Board’s conclusion that duress or coercion is relevant in determining whether an alien who
assisted or otherwise participated in persecution is prevented by the persecutor bar from
establishing eligibility for asylum and withholding of removal under the INA, or withholding of
removal under the CAT, that the initial burden is on DHS to show evidence indicating the
persecutor bar applies, and all other Board precedent inconsistent with this opinion. I vacate the
Board’s decision and remand this matter to the Board with instructions to place the case on hold
pursuant to 8 C.F.R. § 1003.1(d)(6)(i1)(B) pending the completion or updating of all identity, law
enforcement, or security investigations or examinations. Once those investigations or
examinations are complete, the Board should enter an appropriate order

Matter of Negusie 28 1&N Dec. 399 (A.G. 2021)
AG Garland referred case to himself. Stay tuned.

Gonzalez 449 F.3d 9

c. See Matter of D-R 27 1&N Dec 105 (BIA 2017). Great summary of the issues
of Scienter and Assistance. The court found:
(2) In determining whether an alien assisted or otherwise participated in
extrajudicial killing, an adjudicator should consider (1) the nexus between the
alien’s role, acts, or inaction and the extrajudicial killing and (2) his scienter,
meaning his prior or contemporaneous knowledge of the killing. Miranda
Alvarado v. Gonzales, 449 F.3d 915 (9th Cir. 2006), not followed.
This was a case of citizen of Bosnia-Herzegovina who was part of platoon
who captured 200 Bosnian Muslim men who were later killed. “Although he
was not present when killed, he had custody of men and assisted in loading
them on the buses that would take them to their deaths.”

Failure to Act

a. 2" circuit found that Russian guard who was present when fellow guards
broke into a home and raped two girls did not persecute. Balachova v.
Mukasey 547 F.3d 374 (2008)

b. 9% cir. Found that the mere presence was enough to trigger bar when a police
officer was present when fellow officers assaulted Jehovah’s witness.

Knowledge of Persecutory Acts

Courts will not only look at connection between applicant’s actions and persecutory
acts, but also will look to the applicant’s prior or contemporaneous knowledge as a
signal of intent or complicity in the persecution itself. Quitanilla v. Holder 758 F.3d
570 (4" cir. 2014)

Ochoa v. Holder (340 F. App’x 420 (9 cir. 2009)) court found Guatemalan police
officer who arrested members of guerilla groups, knowing that they would be
tortured, assisted in the persecution of others and was therefore barred.

Practice Pointer

Identify the persecutory act — did the harm rise to the level of persecution?

. Determine the applicant’s relationship to the act — was he/she directly involved? Was

there coercion? An observer? A Member? Did his/her actions lead to persecution
following a chain of events? Did he/she fail to stop it?

Consider the applicant’s scienter — did she/she have prior or contemporaneous
knowledge that actions would result in persecution? How culpable? Any redemptive
behavior?

Cases from AILA’s Persecution of Others Bar webpage:

Matter of O-R-E-, 28 I&N Dec. 330 (BIA 2021). The evidence indicated the respondent
ordered, incited, assisted, or otherwise participated in the Rwandan genocide, and he
failed to produce sufficient countervailing evidence to demonstrate that he was not
subject to the genocide bar at section 212(a)(3)(E)(ii) of the Act. The BIA further found
the respondent did not submit sufficient objective evidence to support his fear of torture
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by the Rwandan government. Finally, the BIA opined that [Js and the Board lack
authority to recognize the equitable defense of laches in removal proceedings. (AILA
Doc. No. 21072233).

Alvarado v. Whitaker (1st Circuit, 1/24/2019). The court upheld reversal of petitioner's
NACARA cancellation, finding persecutor bar does not require an assistant to share
persecutors' motive. The bar applies to one who knowingly aided persecution based on a
protected ground, regardless of whether (s)he held an "illicit motive." (AILA Doc. No.
19020836).

Munyakazi v. Lynch (4th Circuit, 7/11/2016). The court denied the petition for review,
finding the petitioner, an ethnic Hutu and citizen of Rwanda alleged to have participated
in the Rwandan genocide, had failed to prove by a preponderance of the evidence that he
was not subject to the “persecutor bar.” (AILA Doc. No. 16071260).

Matter of Vides Casanova, 26 I&N Dec. 494 (BIA 2015). The BIA found respondent
removable, where killing of civilians and acts of torture occurred during his command of
the Salvadoran National Guard, and he interfered with investigations, and failed to hold
the perpetrators accountable. (AILA Doc. No. 15031262).

Meng v. Holder (2nd Circuit, 11/3/2014). The court found the record evidence sufficient
to support a finding that petitioner assisted in the persecution of others, reporting women
with unauthorized pregnancies to the authorities for two decades, knowing they would be
subjected to forced abortions. (AILA Doc. No. 14111048).

Kumar v. Holder (9th Circuit, 8/29/2013). The court granted the petition for review and
remanded, concluding that the BIA misapplied the relevant precedent in determining
whether the petitioner’s actions rose to the level of “personal involvement” when
triggering the persecutor bar. (AILA Doc. No. 13092740).

Abdallahi v. Holder (6th Circuit, 7/31/2012). The court rejected Petitioner’s due process
challenges and upheld the IJ and BIA’s finding that he assisted in the torture of others,
noting that he had the requisite knowledge that the torture was to occur or was occurring.
(AILA Doc. No. 12080750).

Negusie v. Holder (3/3/2009). The Supreme Court reversed and remanded to the BIA,
finding error in the misapplication of Fedorenko regarding coerced conduct and the
persecutor bar to asylum. (AILA Doc. No. 09030363). It allows for an exception to the
persecutor by examining “voluntariness.”

Chen v. U.S. Att’y Gen. (11th Cir. 1/17/2008). The court held that the standard for
determining whether an applicant is ineligible for asylum and withholding due to
assistance or participation in persecution is whether his or her conduct was active, direct
and integral to the underlying persecution. (AILA Doc. No. 08022165).

The U.S. Government is committed to helping U.S. citizens and Afghans in the United States reunite with their family
members who remain in Afghanistan. This page describes your different immigration options for reuniting with your
family. Your options are based on your citizenship, your immigration status, and how you entered the United States.

Your first step is the immigration process. In addition, some family members may be eligible for assistance from the U.S.
Government to depart Afghanistan. If the U.S. Government helps your family members depart Afghanistan, they will only
be able to enter the United States if approved by U.S. immigration officials.

If You Are a U.S. Citizen:

If you are a U.S. citizen, your spouse, your children, and your parents may be eligible to immigrate to the United States
immediately. U.S. citizens may also petition for their siblings and unmarried adult children, who may immigrate once a
visa is available.

1. The form will only accept at 10 digit Afghan phone number, not a 9 digit phone number
a. DoS is working on a fix for this, likely to be updated shortly
b. In the meantime, you may add a 0 (zero) at the start of the number in order to be able to submit

2. What should a parolee do if their name has several different English spellings?
a. For the parolee in the United States, the name submitted on the DS-4317 should match the
spelling of the name listed on their EAD cards/USCIS documentation

3. For family members in Afghanistan who do NOT have a valid passport, is there a way to complete the
form or request reunification? Is a passport required in order to complete the form or now? The
instructions say "Passport (if available) — for each family member"

a. A passport is not required to complete the form. Parolees are encouraged to submit this form
regardless of whether or not their family members have a passport. This will help signal to the
Department of State the volume of family reunifications, and conditions of the relocation
program may shift in the future. As of the last update to this page, passports are required for
relocation through the USG system.

4. How does the DS-4317 interact with the 1-730? Some parolees that are eligible to submit this form are
currently awaiting asylum decisions.

a. The status of the person will be determined based on the date of submission of DS-4317 to
CARE. Meaning, if the person is a parolee on the date of submission, s/he is eligible to submit
the form. USCIS will first validate that the person was a parolee on the date of submission and
therefore eligible to request parolee family member reunification.

b. The way someone starts the process - e.g., as a family member of a parolee - may not be the
way someone is eventually processed - e.g., as a family member of an asylee. How a case is
identified to CARE is not necessarily how a case will be processed.

c. Generally, the asylum status of the parolee will matter at the date the DS-4317 was submitted.

i. If a parolee is awaiting an asylum decision, they may still submit Form DS-4317
regardless of where they are in the asylum process, as long as asylum has not been
granted.

ii. Ifaparolee has been granted asylum, Form DS-4317 cannot be submitted. Information
on how those with asylum status can reunite with their family - by completing the I-730
follow to join and/or Priority 3 programs - are available from IRAP here (available in Dari
and Pashto). If Afghans are working with an immigration attorney or a resettlement
agency (RA), the attorney or RA may be able to assist in these processes.
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1. Please note: There is no advantage to submitting the DS-4317 over the 1-730, or
any of the other Family Reunification pathways detailed here. The family
members of Asylees with approved I-730s may also be eligible for departure
assistance from Afghanistan; upon approval, DoS or USCIS will contact your
family members to continue the process.

ii. If a parolee has an approved adjustment of status application, Form DS-4317 does not
apply. There is more information on how those who received an approved application to
adjust status can reunite with their family through the SIV follow to join program from
IRAP here (available in Dari and Pashto). If Afghans are working with an immigration
attorney or a resettlement agency, the attorney or RA may be able to assist in these
processes.

1. Please note: There is no advantage to submitting the DS-4317 over the SIV
follow to join, or any of the other Family Reunification pathways detailed here.
The Department of State will contact your family members with departure options
after the NVC has notified your family members that their SIV applications are
ready for an interview.

5. When will the form be translated into Dari and Pashto?
a. The State Department has sent the form and the Family Reunification Page through official
translation services. We are awaiting a timeline on when the pages will be live in Dari and
Pashto

6. If | am a parolee, do | need to have applied for or been granted Temporary Protected Status (TPS) to fill
out and use this form?
a. No, if you are an OAW parolee with or without TPS you may use this form

7. ls it one form per person or one form per family?

a. One form should be submitted for all of the eligible family members of a single parolee. After
submitting contact information for the first person (e.g., separated spouse), select “Add Person”
to add another family member (e.g., separated child).

b. You can use the same contact information for each family member (i.e., phone numbers and
email addresses can be used more than once in the form).

c. As areminder, eligible family members are first spouse and unmarried children under the age of
21 (see more detail on age in next question).

8. What if my child was under 21 when the NEO (August 2021 emergency drawdown) happened, but is
now over 217
a. DS-4317 will consider the age of the child at the time of separation in August 2021. The age is
essentially frozen at that time.

9. Does the form confirm that a submission was accepted?
a. Yes. Upon submission, a page comes up that says “Thank you for submitting this request for
U.S. government departure assistance...”
b. If you do not receive this, you should assume that the form was not received and you should fill
it out again.

c. There is currently not a way to save progress in the form - it must be completed and submitted
all at one time.

10. What can parolees expect from the communication process after the submission of DS-43177? Will
someone who submits the form hear back from CARE if their family members’ cases are accepted or
not? What is the expected timeframe for that?

a. DoS plans to roll out an auto-reply email in the future, in addition to the confirmation page.

b. Following submission, USCIS validates that the person is/was a parolee on the date of form
submission.

c. After USCIS review, a CARE Family Reunification Contact Center Case Manager will email the
parolee regardless of result; if the parole was confirmed, the contact center will request
documentation from the parolee (e.g., marriage, birth certificates, passports if available)

d. The person should respond to the contact center with one file per person per document (e.g.,
Last Name_First Name_Birth Certificate)

11. Will the U.S. government issue travel documents for those family members who do not hold a valid
passport?
a. Passports are currently required for travel through all U.S. government relocation channels
b. The U.S. government does not facilitate Afghan passports

12. Can this form be used for family members of parolees who are outside Afghanistan but in third
countries (like Pakistan, for example)?
a. Yes, there is a requirement when adding a person to the case to select the country the family
member is in; all countries should be available in the drop down menu.

Generally, for CARE to provide travel support from a 3™ country to a lily-pad, US diplomatic
presence in a 3" country is required. For qualifying DS-4317 beneficiaries located in 3"
countries without US diplomatic presence (e.g. Iran), CARE is unable at this time to support
travel to a lily-pad for ongoing processing.

13. Can an Afghan with temporary protected status who is not an OAW parolee use this form?
a. No, this form is only for parolees. We are awaiting further guidance on whether or not this form
is limited to parolees who entered through Operation Allies Welcome.

14. Will this form be usable for unaccompanied Afghan minors? (Minor children in the U.S. whose parents
remain in Afghanistan)

a. No, the DS-4317 is not intended for Afghan minors in the United States to request reunification
with their parents and siblings in Afghanistan. We are awaiting further guidance from the Office
of Refugee Resettlement on this issue. In the meantime, ORR recommends reaching out to
their sub-contracted Providencia Call Center phone number or email with any questions on
unaccompanied Afghan minors:

15. What should a parolee who submits a DS-4317 do if a family remember receives a passport after they
have submitted the initial form?
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- Send copies of the passports to CARETravelData@state.gov and include the name of the
Parolee
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Questions Pending Answers:

- Is there other documentation that can take the place of documents like birth certificates/marriage
certificates? For example, if client's don't have birth certificates or marriage certificates, can they submit
affidavits with ID and include contact info. for affiant?

- Related: For DS-4317, can AHPs apply for family members that don't have biometric tazkera?
What should they put for birthday in that case? (Paper Tazkeras don't list exact birthdate)

- There have been successful instances of Afghan Ministry of the Interior giving replacement
documentation in Afghanistan

- In extreme cases, DNA testing in Pakistan has been an option

- Does the DS-4317 apply to other forms of parole that an Afghan may have entered the U.S. on (e.g.,
non-OAW, e.g., SPBP)?

- Related question: If they don't have an EAD card or USCIS documentation or even an |-94
(especially thinking of border entry parolees), any guidance?
